
DISASTER MANAGEMENT POLICY
8.1.1
PREAMBLE

Whereas, in the event of the destruction of a shack/house, the municipality will render the following help to the effected families:

· Assistance to accommodate such families (friends, family, vacant land, etc.).

· To transport the belongings of the effected to the new place of accommodation.

· To demolish and clean up the remains of the effected property.

· Assistance with the erection of a "shack" or shelter to an amount not exceeding R5 000 on the land.

· Council will endeavour to facilitate the provision of counselling services to the affected family.

8.1.2
OBJECTIVES 

To assist individual poor families in the event of a limited disaster event such as the destruction of a "shack" due to fire and/or stormy conditions.

To replace or to interfere with the relevant legislation regarding Disaster Management.

To assist the "poorest of the poor" in a short-term measure to recover from loss of shelter and belongings.

8.1.3 DEFINITION

In this policy a word or phrase to which a meaning has been assigned in Section 1.0 on definitions has that meaning, unless the context otherwise indicates.
8.1.4 SOURCES OF FUNDING

The CFO and Municipal Manager will determine the sources of funding this policy and its purport from time to time.
